sickness, nor any other sickness or anguish. Am I not

here, who is your Mother? Are you not under
my protection? Am I not your health? Are
you not happily within my fold? What

else do you wish? Do not grieve nor

be disturbed by anything.”

Our Lady of Guadalupe

(December 12)

Our Lady of Guadalupe,

Patroness of the Americas, first

appeared to Cuauhtlatzin

(Juan Diego) on December 9,

1531 while he was on his

way to a Eucharistic

celebration in Tlatelolco,

Mexico. The Virgin

addressed him by his

indigenous name, asking him

to go to the palace of

Archbishop Zumarraga to

request that a shrine be

erected there at the site of the

apparition, in Tepeyac, so as

to share her love and

compassion for all believers.

Juan Diego did so, but the

archbishop did not believe him,

demanding proof of his story and of

the Lady’s identity. He returned to

Our Lady daily, and on December 12,

he conveyed to her the archbishop’s

request for proof. She showed him Castilian
roses blooming there through the stony ground
despite the winter’s cold. He picked the flowers and
carried them in his #i/ma (mantle) to the archbishop.
When he unfolded his tilma to present the roses,
Mary’s image was imprinted on the mantle!
Her blue sash and the flower over her womb were

traditional Aztec symbols of pregnancy and new life.

But her features were those of a mestiza, indicating
mixed Aztec-European heritage. Thus Our Lady of
Guadalupe remains the enduring icon of unity-in-
diversity, the fruit of our one baptism into Jesus,
her Son.

Guadalupe
(12 de diciembre)
Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe,
Patrona de las Américas, se
aparecid por primera vez a
Cuauhtlatoatzin (Juan Diego)
el 9 de diciembre de 1531
aunque se dirigia a una
celebracion eucaristica en
Tlatelolco, México. La
Virgen se dirigi6 a ¢l por su
nombre indigena, pidiéndole
que fuera al palacio del
arzobispo Zumarraga para
solicitar que se erigiera alli
un santuario en el lugar de la
aparicion, en el Tepeyac, para
compartir su amor y
compasion con todos los
creyentes. Juan Diego lo hizo,
pero el arzobispo no le creyo,
exigiendo pruebas de su historia y
de la identidad de la Sefiora. Volvid
a la Virgen a diario, y el 12 de
diciembre le transmitid la peticion de
pruebas del arzobispo. Ella le mostré rosas
castellanas que florecian alli a través del suelo
pedregoso a pesar del frio del invierno. El recogio las
flores y las llevo en su tilma (manto) hasta el
arzobispo. Cuando desplegd su tilma para presentar
las rosas, jla imagen de Maria quedd impresa en el
manto! Su faja azul y la flor sobre su vientre eran
simbolos aztecas tradicionales de embarazo y nueva
vida. Pero sus rasgos eran los de una mestiza,
indicando una herencia mixta azteca-europea. Asi,
Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe sigue siendo el icono
perdurable de la unidad en la diversidad, el fruto de
nuestro Unico bautismo en Jesus, su Hijo.
