FULFILLMENT

It is interesting that during the Easter season, when we
do not hear a reading from the Old Testament, it
becomes so important. This is particularly true today.
Peter’s speech begins with a prayer formula familiar to
Jews: “The God of Abraham . ..” (Acts 3:13). It
likewise contains the potent phrases “Holy and Righteous
One” and “mouth of all the prophets” (3:14, 18). Peter
was stating in no uncertain terms that the law, psalms,
and prophets had been fulfilled in Christ. This is
reinforced by Jesus himself in the Gospel passage, when
he states that everything in the scriptures (to the early
Christians “the scriptures” were what we call the Old
Testament) had to be fulfilled. Above all, Jesus and Peter
both emphasize that we are witnesses to all of this, and
are sent forth to bear witness to it in the world. The Latin
Missa, from which our word “Mass” comes, means
“sent” (as in “mission”). As we leave Mass today,

let us remember to be witnesses to all that has been
fulfilled in the risen Christ.

NOT WHAT WAS EXPECTED

Have you ever waited for something for so long you
began to think it might never happen? Your graduation
day, or the day of your marriage, or the birth of a child,
perhaps. The Israelites had waited for centuries for the
coming of the Messiah. Yet when Jesus, the long-awaited
Anointed One came, many failed to believe in him. He
wasn’t what they expected. The Messiah was supposed
to be a strong, powerful commander of armies, not
humble, compassionate, and suffering. After his
resurrection, Jesus appeared to the disciples and
explained all that he had said in his time with them,
opening their minds to what had been written in the
scriptures so that they could accept his suffering and
death and rejoice in his resurrection.

GOD’S LOVE IN FLESH AND BONE

While the disciples had come to believe that Jesus was
the Messiah, his crucifixion and death had left them
fearful and confounded. The news of the empty tomb

and his appearance to the two disciples on the road to
Emmaus added to their confusion. It seems that at first,
Jesus’ presence with them did not alleviate their
uncertainty. In fact, they were “startled and terrified and
thought they were seeing a ghost” (Luke 24:37). Jesus
saw that they needed physical proof that it was he who
stood among them. They needed to see the nail marks in
his hands and feet, to see God’s love in flesh and bone, in
one who ate among them. Only when their fear and
confusion had been quelled could they hear the story, the
sacred story of how the Christ would suffer and rise from
the dead. Only when they were filled with the peace of
Christ would they be ready to witness, to share the sacred
story with others. We, too, are invited to hear the sacred
story and to perceive God’s love for us in Jesus Christ.

CUMPLIMIENTO

Es interesante que durante el tiempo de Pascua, cuando
no escuchamos la lectura del Antiguo Testamento, se
vuelve tan importante. Esto es particularmente cierto
hoy. El discurso de Pedro comienza con una férmula de
oracion familiar a los judios: “El Dios de

Abraham...” (Hechos 3:13). Asimismo contiene las
poderosas frases “Santo y Justo” y “boca de todos los
profetas” (3:14, 18). Pedro estaba declarando sin lugar
a dudas que la ley, los salmos y los profetas se habian
cumplido en Cristo. Esto se ve reforzado por el mismo
Jesus en el pasaje del Evangelio, cuando dice que todo
en la Escritura (para los primeros cristianos “la
Escritura” era lo que hoy llamamos el Antiguo
Testamento) tenia que cumplirse. Por encima de todo,
Jestis y Pedro hacen hincapié en que somos testigos de
todo esto, y somos enviados a dar testimonio en el
mundo. La palabra missa en latin, significa

“enviado” (como “mision”). Al salir de la misa de hoy,
recordemos ser testigos de todo lo que se ha cumplido
en Cristo resucitado.

NO LO QUE ESPERABA

(Alguna vez te ha tocado esperar algo durante mucho
tiempo que llegaste a pensar que eso nunca podria
pasar? Tal vez el dia de tu graduacion, de tu boda, del
nacimiento de un hijo. Los israelitas habian esperado
por siglos la llegada del Mesias. Sin embargo, cuando
Jesus llego, el tan esperado Ungido muchos no
creyeron en €l; pues ¢l no era lo que habian esperado.
Se suponia que el Mesias seria fuerte, un poderoso
comandante de ejércitos, no alguien humilde,
compasivo y sufriente. Después de su resurreccion,
Jesus se aparecio a los discipulos y les explico todo lo
que habia dicho durante el tiempo que estuvo con ellos,
abriendo sus mentes a lo que estaba escrito en la
Escrituras para que pudieran aceptar su sufrimiento y
muerte, y regocijarse en su resurreccion.

EL. AMOR DE DIOS EN CARNE Y HUESO

Aunque los discipulos llegaron a creer que Jests era el
Mesias, su crucifixion y muerte los habia dejado
temerosos y confundidos. La noticia del sepulcro vacio
y su aparicion a los dos discipulos en el camino de
Emaus aumento su confusion. Parece que, al principio,
la presencia de Jesus con ellos no hizo que disminuyera
su duda. De hecho, ellos estaban “asustados y
aterrorizados pensando que estaban viendo a un
fantasma” (Lucas 24:37). Jests observo que
necesitaban una prueba fisica que les mostrara que era
¢l quien estaba en medio de ellos; quienes tuvieron que
ver las marcas de los clavos en sus manos y pies, para
ver el amor de Dios en carne y hueso, en uno que
comia en medio de ellos. Solo cuando su miedo y
confusion se habia calmado, pudieron escuchar la
historia, la historia sagrada de como Cristo sufriria y
resucitaria de entre los muertos. Solo cuando
estuvieron llenos con la paz de Cristo estarian listos
para dar testimonio, para compartir la historia sagrada
con otras personas. Nosotros también estamos
invitados a escuchar la historia y a percibir el amor de
Dios por nosotros en Jesucristo.
